Date: September 3, 2009
Meeting called to order by  Richard Ryan (Southwest Community Chamber President)  at 6:00 p.m.

Business Conducted: Chamber President Richard Ryan called the organizational meeting to order and City of Tulsa representative David Simmons swore in Village Councilors Jeannie Cue and Don Engle.
